Bret Roberts, 53, of Iowa Falls, passed away Sunday, April 11, 2021 at his
home, due to heart complications. Memorial services will be 3:00 PM on
Friday, May 7, 2021 at the Immanuel Lutheran Church in Iowa Falls. He will be
laid to rest at the Union Cemetery. Visitation will be from 2 PM until service
time on Friday May 7 at the church. Woodley Funeral Home and Cremation
Services of Iowa Falls is caring for Bret and his family. 

Bret Michael Roberts was born on December 1, 1967 to Tom and Sheryl
(Hunt) Roberts of Iowa Falls, Iowa. He was baptized and confirmed at
Immanuel Lutheran Church in Iowa Falls. During Bret’s high school years, he
worked for Schultz Department Store, Fareway and Riverside Book and Bible.
He was active in FFA and Ellis Go Getters 4-H Club. Bret graduated from
Iowa Falls High School with the class of 1986. 

In 1987 Bret began his own car tinting business called Precision Window Tint,
on the west side of Iowa Falls in a building that is now the current site of
Casey’s west. He later moved his business to Des Moines, Iowa. Beginning in
2001, following 9-11, Bret had a special government clearance to tint federal
buildings and airports around the country. During that time, he also installed
bulletproof tint at the Iowa State Capital Building, State of Iowa Government
Buildings, The Denver Mint and various airports in the United States. He
proudly owned and operated the business for thirty-four years. 



Bret always had an interest in cars. In high school he owned a 1957
Chevrolet. Later he enjoyed his 1985 Iroc convertible. His family, aunts and
uncles, nieces and nephews and cousins were a very important part of his life.
Bret gently passed away from complications due to heart failure at his family
farm located off Highway 20 and County Road D-25, Iowa Falls, Iowa. He was
surrounded by the life he loved animals he cared for and his love of art.
