She was the ultimate school volunteer helping with many fundraisers and
projects over the years. She received the Governor’s Volunteer Award in

everyone on their birthdays, anniversaries, and other special events. 

Janice enjoyed traveling and having adventures. She especially loved going
places with the Iowa Falls State Bank.

She loved to take
pictures of her adventures and bring home souvenirs for friends and family.

Her other hobbies were reading, gardening, and raising chickens. She also
enjoyed playing cards, board games and she belonged to two bowling
leagues.
